The problem of pushing and overcrowding is one of the biggest problems for
pilgrims as they perform the Hajj rites. This problem is at its worst in the area
where pilgrims throw Carbuncles (Al-Jamarat) and carry out the Tawaf Aloada,
especially for those who want to hurry. This problem is dependent, not only on the
number of pilgrims who crowd into the area of the stone Carbuncles, it also
depends on the number of people who have visited the area earlier, and what areas
are accepted by the pilgrims as being close enough to fulfil the rites. These factors
are strongly interrelated and add to the problems of overcrowding until pilgrims
arrive at Mzdfih where they stay overnight.

The study aims to identify the length of time pilgrims from outside the Kingdom
have to wait at King Abdul Aziz International Airport in Jeddah when they arrive.
This waiting time covers the duration of the wait from the completion of the
inward journey from landing and getting into the airport lounge, the wait while
they pass through quarantine and the Passport Office and move from Algamarik to
the Alwklah Al-Mowhed Office, until the time they board the bus that will take
them to Makkah or Medina. It was noted that the average time taken by passengers
sampled in the study from leaving their flight to proceeding to the Passport Hall
was 57 minutes, with the longest wait reaching 86 minutes. The average wait of
first time passengers waiting for customs inspection was 6.5 minutes, while the
longest waiting time was found to be 35 minutes; customs inspection procedures
for the entire trip amounted to 55 minutes on average. One of the most serious
weaknesses addressed by the recommendations was that there needed to be follow-
up by officials in the Alblaza hall, especially concerning the process of changing
shifts; a mechanism needs to be developed to implement such processes efficiently.
Furthermore, there is a need for a mentoring system throughout the city of
pilgrims; this should include signboards and Bazzi guides such as Al-Kasshafa.
